A Selected authors will be requested to submit the camera ready version, which
must include a URL for a video (max of 15 minutes), where the results and lo-
gistics of the demo are evident. Authors must host the video on a publicly avail-
able repository (FTP, Dropbox, Wetransfer, etc...).

A Contributions by MPhil/PhD research students are particularly encouraged.
